In order to enable your participation in the call for applications for the selection of 20 mobility scholarships at partner universities for the award of dual degrees for the year 2026, the personal data you provide will be transferred to the host university. In this regard, we would like to point out that the third countries to which your personal data will be transferred offer an adequate level of protection on the basis of a decision by the European Commission (Article 45 of the GDPR).5.
