GUIDELINES – ADMISSION AND ENROLLMENT INFORMATION

Eligibility Requirements
Applicants — including non-EU citizens — are eligible for admission if, by the application deadline, they meet the following criteria:
· Possession of a Bachelor’s or Master’s degree in any discipline.

STEP 1: Application for Admission – Deadline: 15/05/2026
1) The application for admission must be submitted online (no later than 15/05/2026) at the following link: https://survey.unipi.it/index.php/677446?lang=it
Applicants are required to upload:
· Curriculum Vitae
· Valid ID document / passport
Admission will be granted in chronological order of application submission until the maximum number of eligible participants has been reached.
2) At this stage, applicants are also required to pay a €16 application fee. The payment can be made via PagoPA at the following link: https://unipi.pagoatenei.cineca.it/frontoffice/modellopagamento?id=2139&lang=en

Candidates included in the list must proceed to STEP 3 to complete their enrolment.

STEP 3: Completion of Enrolment and Payment – Deadline: 29/05/2026
1) The enrolment fee of € 1200 must be paid in a single instalment no later than 29/05/2026 via PagoPA by accessing the following link: https://unipi.pagoatenei.cineca.it/frontoffice/modellopagamento?id=428&lang=it and entering in the reason for payment field: “surname and name –“CdP Scienza della Mente” a.a.25/26.
Note: The website can be translated into English by clicking on “ENG” in the top-right corner of the blue banner.
2) The enrolment form, together with the proof of payment of the enrolment fee, must be completed and submitted online no later than 29/05/2026 at the following link: https://survey.unipi.it/index.php/577914?lang=it. 
These two steps are mandatory to finalise your registration.
